This picture was taken on safari at the Tarangire National Park in Northern Tanzania in front of 
a 700 year old Baobab Tree. The Baobab Tree also known as the tree of life is capable of providing 
shelter, food and water for the animal and human inhabitants of the African Savannah regions. The 
cork-like bark is fire resistant and is used for cloth and rope. The leaves are used for condiments and 
medicines and the fruit, called "monkey bread", is rich in vitamin C. The tree is capable of storing 
hundreds of liters of water, which is tapped in dry periods. Mature trees are frequently hollow, 
providing living space for numerous animals and humans alike. Radio-carbon dating has measured the 
age of some Baobab trees at over 2,000 years old.
